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Introduction to Dalian University of Foreign Languages

Dalian University of Foreign Languages (DUFL), located in the beautiful coastal city of Dalian, is under the juris-
diction of the Liaoning provincial government.DUFL was officially founded in 1964, consists of 22 teaching units,
one PhD Program in Northeast Asian Diplomacy and Foreign Affairs,6 first-level master's programs,20
second-level master's programs and 9 professional degree programs and 44 undergraduate majors covering 18
foreign languages. Nearly 15,000 students are currently enrolled in the university.

The university serves as the chairman institution of the Liaoning Province Confucius Institute Cooperative
University Alliance and houses multiple international platforms, including the Ministry of Education’s Sino-Russian
University Student Exchange Base and the Ministry of Education's Center for Language Education and Coopera-
tion International Chinese Language Education Practice and Research Base (Dalian University of Foreign
Languages).DUFL is also designated to take in international students sponsored by the Chinese Government
Scholarship, International Chinese Teachers Scholarship, and Liaoning Provincial Government Scholarship. The
university has established ten Confucius Institutes overseas in countries including Russia, Japan, Korea, Colom-

bia, Guyana, Brazil, Armenia, Portugal, Italy, and Tunisia.
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School of Chinese Studies (SCS), founded in 1985, is the main teaching unit of International Chinese Language
Education and International Students Education of DUFL. SCS is a supportive department to Practice and Research
Center for International Chinese Language Education,DUFL and Liaoning Provincial Model University for International
Students Education. It is also the department responsible for establishing and organizing domestic HSK test centers
and the "Certificate for Teachers of Chinese to Speakers of Other Languages” examination, and houses the Institute
of International Chinese Language Education. Every year nearly 1,500 international students from more than 70 coun-

tries study at SCS for short-term or for long-term courses, or for Bachelor's and Master's degree programs.
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Leveraging the university's strengths in foreign language teaching, the Summer Chinese Camp provides overseas
Chinese language enthusiasts with opportunities to learn Chinese, improve their Chinese proficiency, and experience
Chinese culture in China.

Team application (with more than 5 members) can be arranged according to the needs of the class time.
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Mornings from Monday to Friday are reserved for Chinese language classes. According to the students’ Chinese
levels, they can be divided into introductory class, elementary class, intermediate class, advanced class, etc. The
number of students in each class is between 5 to 25. The school will adjust classes according to the number of
students. Groups with less than 5 members will be charged according to the standard of 5 members if they apply
for an independent class.
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Afternoons from Monday to Friday are reserved for free cultural experience courses, including Chinese painting,
calligraphy, paper cutting, Chinese knot, martial arts, Tai chi, tea art appreciation, etc. The school will also organize
city sightseeing, museum visits, shopping experience and other colorful extracurricular language practice activi-
ties. On weekends, we will arrange visits to scenic spots in the city, short trips to surrounding cities and other activi-
ties, which students can voluntarily participate at their own expense.
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Application Requirements:

The applicants should be interested in Chinese language and Chinese culture, and be healthy both physically and

psychologically. Applicants aged 60 and above should submit the original proof of physical health examination

within six months. Applicants aged 15 and under should be accompanied by an adult guardian.
